From Bishop Paul Swain —

Bishop Swain extends his gratitude for all the prayers that were offered up for him in these past weeks as
he underwent health issues. He states that: “My health continues to improve though | have a ways to go yet.
Doctors tell me that full recovery is likely...” Bishop Swain plans to return to his regular schedule this week with
one caveat --- he has been selected for jury duty. Imagine having on your jury a lawyer bishop. With that being
said, Bishop Swain encourages us to accept our civic duty to serve when called upon since our system of justice
depends on our civic participation.

This past Wednesday, | joined with Bishop Swain and others in the celebration of the 100" anniversary of
the dedication of our diocesan cathedral. Prior to the homily, Father James Morgan, rector of the cathedral,
proclaimed Governor Kristi Noem’s declaration that May 1, 2019, was Dedication of the Cathedral of Saint Joseph
Day in South Dakota.

In his homily, Bishop Swain asked the question: “What does the Cathedral mean to us?” [For some odd
reason, he didn’t wait for our response. | guess it wasn’t a dialogue homily.] In light of the recent destruction of the
Cathedral of Notre Dame in Paris and the fire that destroyed the Cathedral of Saint Raphael in Madison, Wisconsin
when he was rector, this question invites each of us to ponder what does this spiritual and community landmark
mean to us?

Bishop Swain continued as he reflected on the restoration that was completed nearly 8 years ago and the
dedication of the altar. He stated that this sacred space offers us perspective and hope. Though the years have
offered many challenges, the Cathedral continues to be a beacon of hope. He also restated part of his homily from
the rededication when he said:

“This Cathedral of Saint Joseph is not a museum though there is much to admire and ponder; this is not

a concert hall though the beauty of sacred music will lift our souls; this is not a gathering space though it

is a place where we can come together to share our joys and support one another in our sorrows. This is
our Beacon of Hope where we, with humble and grateful hearts, can declare: ‘How awesome is this shrine.
This is nothing else but an abode of God, and that it is the gateway to heaven. Truly the Lord is in this
place.”

As Bishop Swain shared these words at the anniversary of the Cathedral, | would apply them to our faith
community as well. Our parish churches are beautiful but more important, | truly believe we experience the
Presence of God in our celebrations and the gatherings of our family in fellowship.
